




Year 3 Own Learning - Spring Term 2018

Our topic for the Spring term is ‘Our Local Area’ and so for their Own Learning we are asking the children to do a project on this. The topic is quite wide ranging and gives the children a lot of scope. They may wish to concentrate on Wales or Rhoose or compare a local area to other places. In school we will be doing some work on Cardiff Bay and how this area has changed.
Some questions they might want to investigate include:
Where is this place?
What is it like and why?
What is happening now and why?
How is this place connected to other places?
How have people affected this place? How and why has it changed?
How do people’s views differ about geographical issues and what do I think?
Are there geographical issues in the news at the moment?

The children could also do some map work if they wish to begin looking at scale,OS symbols, grid references and directional skills (8 points of the compass), land use and produce their own sketch maps.

Their Own Learning should be done alongside the learning of tables, spellings and reading at home and we suggest that the children spend 20-30 minutes a week on the project.

We recognise that it is difficult for the children to focus over a 4 week period and suggest that they choose something that can be done in ‘chunks’.
